CANCELLATIONS: Cancellation to bookings close on Friday 19 June. Cancellations made after that date will still be charged unless your booking can be replaced with a
booking from the waitlist.

WHAT TO PACK: Children will need:

e A LABELLED water bottle, :

e A nutritious morning tea, lunch and afternoon tea. NO NOODLES, NO NUTS or NUT PRODUCTS, CHICKPEAS, SESAME AND SEAFOOD. If your child has
special dietary needs, please provide their food for the days where OSH is providing lunch. Due to the children being constantly active, they are often hungrier
than usual, please ensure you pack EXTRA FOOD in their lunch box for morning tea and lunch. A complex variety of carbs, protein, fruit, vegetables and dairy
will sustain them for longer. H

S Please read the program carefully as some days require you to bring special items.

EXCURSIONS/INCURSIONS: An Excursion Form must be completed by all parents prior to the excursion/incursion.

WEATHER: Activities may be altered due to weather. No excursion fees will be charged if the excursion is cancelled due to severe weather.
